Mr. President, Distinguished Listeners,

First of all, I would like to thank our Mayor of
Avcilar, Mr. Turan Hangerli, and the working team
of our Municipality for their efforts in preparing
and holding this symposium. The first of the inter-
national symposiums dealing with the history and
culture of the Avcilar Municipality region was held
in 2018 with the title “All Roads Pass Through
Avcilar” The date of the latter constantly changed
due to Covid 19 and therefore it was a bit delayed.
Today’s science fair is held under the title of “Inter-
national Avcilar City and History” and I am proud
to have the honor of making the first scientific pre-
sentation of this symposium. Undoubtedly, today’s
presentations will create important new informa-
tion not only for the history of Avcilar, but also for
the missing parts of the history of our beautiful city
like Istanbul, which has been called the “Queen of
Cities” since ancient times. I would like to thank
our Mayor of Avcilar, Mr. Hangerli once again for
this visionary approach.

We are a scientific committee that has been au-
thorized by the Ministry of Culture and Tourism

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tim ilgelerde Kiiltiir ve Turizm Bakanhifinca
arkeolojik arastirma yapma izni verilen bir bilim
heyetiyiz. Projemizin adi “Istanbul Tarihdncesi
Arkeolojik Arastirmalar” kisa adi1 (ITA) dir. Bu
calismalarimiz sirasinda Istanbul tarihine katki
sunacak oldukca fazla ve sasirtict yeni veriyle
karsilagtik. Aragtirmalara basladigimiz gilinden
bugtine kadar Uluslararas1 Bilim heyetimize kati-
lan pek ¢ok iilkenin {iniversite, enstitii ve kurum-
larindan say1lar1 birkag yiizii bulan bilim insanlari
zor arazi sartlart altinda giinlerce gercekten feda-
karca, azimle ve sabirla gorev aldilar. Hepimizin
amac1 hizla modern yapilagma altinda kalmaya
baslayan bu giizel kentin bilinmeyen, gerilerde ve
derinlerde kalmig kiiltiir varliklarini belgelemek,
ortaya ¢ikarmak ve korunmasi i¢in miicadele et-
mekti.

Hemen her ilgede 6nemli kesifler yaptik. Bu arada
yerel yoneticilerin ve sivil toplum kuruluslarinin
destegini gordiikk. Hepsini tek tek bu sempoz-
yumda sunmak yerine hepsine tesekkiirlerimi arz
ediyorum. Ancak, Avcilar Bathonea Kazilarini
Destekleme Dernegi Baskani1 Sayin Erhan Bozan
ve dernegin degerli iiyelerine, Mehmet Aslan ve
Ali Berker Bilir’e ve Ambarli Marport Limani
Yoneticileri ve Eyiip Yildiz’a 6zel tesekkiirlerimi
iletmek isterim. Onlar en zor giinlerimizde hep ya-
nimizda oldular.

Bu sunumda sizlere sadece Avcilar’in Kiiglikgek-
mece GOli kiyilarinda Firuzkdy Yarimadasi iize-
rindeki Bathonea Antik Liman yerlesmesi kazila-
rimizin Istanbul kentimizin tarihindeki kronolojik
bosluklarinin hangi arkeolojik kanitlarla doldurul-
duguna dair kisa bir sunum yapacagim. Benden
sonra da yine bilim heyetimizin degerli liyeleri ¢a-
lismalarimizin bir kismini tanitacaklardir. Hepsine
basarilar diliyorum.

Ortasindan deniz gecen ve iki kitay1 birlestiren
ender sehirlerden olan Istanbul’un stratejik konu-
mu onu hep ¢ekici kilmigtir. Kentin dogusu Ana-
dolu/Asya, batisi ise Trakya/Avrupa cografyasi-
na dahildir. Istanbul sadece dogu-bati ydndeki
karayolu hareketinin degil, kuzey-giiney aksinda
deniz yolunun da kesigme noktasindadir. Marma-
ra Denizi’nin Karadeniz’le bulustugu Istanbul
Bogazi aym1 zamanda c¢ok eski ¢aglardan beri
kullanildig1 bilinen Kuzey Avrupa’nin Baltik De-
nizi kiyilarindan degisik akarsularla Avrupa’nin

to conduct archaeological research in all districts
from the west of the Bosphorus to the borders of
Tekirdag and Kirklareli since 2007. The name of
our project is “Istanbul Prehistoric Archaeolog-
ical Research” (ITA). During these studies, we
encountered a lot of surprising new data that will
contribute to the history of Istanbul. Since the day
we started our research, several hundred scien-
tists from universities, institutes and institutions
of many countries that have participated in our
International Science delegation worked for days
under difficult terrain conditions with self-sacri-
fice, determination and patience. The aim of all of
us was to document, reveal and fight for the un-
known, hidden and deep-seated cultural assets of
this beautiful city, which began to fall under mod-
ern construction.

We made important discoveries in almost every
district. Meanwhile, we received the support of
local administrators and non-governmental orga-
nizations. Instead of presenting them one by one
in this symposium, I would like to thank them all.
However, I would like to extend my special thanks
to Mr. Erhan Bozan, President of the Association
for Supporting the Avcilar Bathonea Excavations,
Mehmet Aslan, Ali Berker Bilir and to the other
valuable members of the association, and to the
Managers of Ambarli Marport Port and Eyiip
Y1ldiz. They have always been there for us in our
most difficult days.

In this presentation, [ will only give you a brief pre-
sentation on the archaeological evidence that filled
the chronological gaps in the history of our city of
Istanbul, during the excavations of the Bathonea
Ancient Harbor settlement on the Firuzkdy pen-
insula on the shores of Avcilar’s Kiigiikgekmece
Lake. After me, valuable members of our scientific
committee will introduce some of our work. I wish
them all success.

The strategic location of Istanbul, which is one of
the rare cities with a sea passing through and con-
necting two continents, has always made it attrac-
tive. The east of the city is included in Anatolia/
Asia, and the west is included in Thrace/Europe.
[stanbul is at the intersection of not only the east-
west road movement, but also the sea route on the
north-south axis. The Bosphorus, where the Sea
of Marmara meets the Black Sea, is also on an

iclerine ilerleyerek Tuna nehri ile Karadeniz’e
kavusan su yollarmin Ege Denizi’ne agildigi
dnemli bir cografya iizerindedir. Iki ayr1 deni-
zin sagladig1 degisik klima sistemi ve riizgarlar
sayesinde olusan i1liman iklimi bdlgenin yasam
kalitesini artirmaktadir. Anadolu kiyilarindan
bogazin gegcisi sonrasinda ulasilan Trakya, dogal
engeller ile pargalanmadigindan Asya ile Avrupa
kitas1 arasinda en kolay ge¢isi saglayan bolgedir.
Istanbul Trakya’sinin tarim ve ¢iftcilige uygun su
kaynaklar1 bol arazileri, su ve kara av hayvanla-
rinin zengin ¢esitliligi goz dniine alindiginda yiiz
binlerce yildan beri insanligin yasam igin segti-
gi bir bolge olmasina sagirilmamalidir. Ancak,
Istanbul’un 6zellikle tarihdncesi caglarn kapsa-
yan donemler hakkinda bilgilerimiz ¢ok azdir.
Paleolitik ve Neolitik/Kalkolitik Donemler igin
kisitli bilgiler edinilmigken, Erken Tung Cag1 igin
¢ok az ve Orta Tun¢ Cagi i¢cin neredeyse hig
bilgi yoktur. Istanbul ve gevresinde 2000 yilin-
dan &nce yapilan arkeolojik caligmalarda MO
5500 ile MO 668/667 yillar1 arasindaki uzun
bir zaman dilimini dolduracak yeterli veriler ele
gecmemistir. Ozellikle MO 3. bin sonunda bas-
layan Bati Anadolu-Mezopotamya iliskilerine
Istanbul Trakyasi’'m da dahil edecek kamitlarin
yoksunlugu ve MO 2. binde Anadolu ve gev-
resinde Asur, Hitit, Arzawa, Miken, Misir gibi
Akdeniz ve Ege’de biiyiikk devletlerin ve im-
paratorluklarin ortaya cikip, ¢ikar bolgelerini
genisletmeye calistig1 bir dénemde, ne Istanbul
ne de yakin ¢evresinde herhangi bir yerlesim izi-
nin bulunmamis olmasi sasirticidir. ITA projesi
olarak taninan arkeolojik arastirmalarimizin ana
amaci Istanbul’un Tarih Oncesi kronolojisinde
bulunan biiylik bosluklarin doldurulmasmna kat-
ki sunmakti. Proje gecen zaman ic¢inde amact
dogrultusunda olduk¢a saglam verilere ulagmus,
yalnizca tarih 6ncesine ait degil, tarihi devirlere
ait de ¢ok fazla arkeolojik maddi kiiltiir kalinti-
sina ulagarak beklenen verileri toplamigtir. Bu
durum ashinda bizim i¢in sasirtict olmazken bi-
lim diinyasinda oldukga tartigilan konular haline
gelmistir. Ornegin Istanbul’da MO 7.000°1i y1lla-
ra tarihlenebilen Canak Comlek Oncesi Neolitik
Donem yasamun izlerine ait tas aletlerin varligi
yaninda MO 2. binde Hitit ve Miken toplumla-
rimm maddi kiiltir kalintilar1 oldukga sasirtict
bulunmustur. Ancak baslarda yasanan tartigsmalar
sonrasinda gerek kongre ve sempozyumlardaki
sunumlarimiz ile gerekse uluslararasi yayinlarda

important geography where the waterways, which
are known to have been used since ancient times,
move into Europe with different streams from the
Baltic Sea coasts of Northern Europe and reach the
Black Sea with the Danube and open to the Aegean
Sea. The different air conditioning system provid-
ed by two separate seas and the mild climate cre-
ated by the winds increase the quality of life of the
region. Thrace, which is reached after the passage
of the Bosphorus from the Anatolian coasts, is the
region that provides the easiest transition between
Asia and Europe as it is not fragmented by natu-
ral obstacles. Considering the lands with abundant
water resources suitable for agriculture and farm-
ing, and the rich diversity of water and land game
animals, it should not be surprising that Istanbul
Thrace has been a region chosen by humanity
for hundreds of thousands of years. However, we
have very little information about the prehistoric
periods of Istanbul. Information has been obtained
for the Paleolithic and Neolithic/Chalcolithic peri-
ods, for the Early Bronze Age very little and hard-
ly any information for the Middle Bronze Age. In
the archaeological studies carried out in Istanbul
and its surroundings before 2,000, sufficient data
to fill a long period of time between 5500 and
668/667 c. BC were not obtained. Especially the
lack of evidence to include Istanbul Thrace in the
Western Anatolian-Mesopotamian relations that
started at the end of the 3™ millennium and the
emergence of great states and empires in Anatolia
and its surroundings in the 2" millennium, such
as Assyria, Hittites, Arzawa, Mycenae, and Egypt
in the Mediterranean and Aegean, at a time when
he was trying to expand his areas of interest, it is
surprising that no traces of settlement were found

either in Istanbul or its immediate surroundings.

The main purpose of our archaeological research,
known as the ITA project, was to contribute to fill-
ing the great gaps in the Prehistoric chronology
of Istanbul. In the course of time, the project has
reached very solid data in line with its purpose,
and collected the expected data by reaching many
archaeological material cultural remains, not only
from Prehistoric times, but also from historical
periods. While this situation is not surprising for
us, it has become a highly debated topic in the sci-
entific world.

Ornegin MS 7. yiizyihn
ilk yarisinda yaklasik 626-640 yillar1 arasinda
Istanbul’un Avarlar tarafindan kusatildigi ve bu
donemde kent ve g¢evresinin yakilip yikildigina
dair kanitlar ilk kez Avcilar-Bathonea’da tespit
edilmistir. 9. - 11. ylizyillar arasinda Vikinglerin
Istanbul’a ticaret icin gelip gecici konakladig1
liman yerinin Bathonea oldugu belirlenmistir.
Bunlarin yaninda 6. ve 11. ylizyillarda yasanan
7 siddetindeki iki depremin izleri Bathonea ka-
zilarinda ortaya ¢ikarilmistir. Osmanli Sultani II.
Murad’in déneminden itibaren Avcilar’in Tiirk-
lerin eline gegtigi anlagilmistir.

Proje kapsaminda elde edilen arkeolojik veriler
Istanbul kronolojisinin Tarihdncesi ve Tarihi de-
virlerine katki saglayan yeni bilgiler ile asagidaki
tablolar olusturulmustur. Tablolarda kirmizi ile
yazilmig béliimler ITA projesi ile Avcilar Batho-
nea Kazilarmin sonuglarint gostermektedir.

ing to the traces of Pre-Pottery Neolithic life in
Istanbul, which can be dated to 7,000 BC, was
detected for the first time. This situation at first
seemed difficult to accept. Besides, the material
cultural remains of the Hittite and Mycenaean so-
cieties in second thousand were found to be quite
surprising. However, after the discussions at the
beginning, our results were accepted with our
presentations in congresses and symposiums and
our findings in international publications. Scien-
tists who did not find our findings convincing at
first, now include them in their studies by citing
our publications and use them in their hypotheses
and theses. Besides Bathonea excavations have
created new information in the historical periods
of Istanbul. For example, evidence that Istanbul
was besieged by Avars between 626 and 640 in the
first half of the 7% century AD and that the city and
its surroundings were burned down and destroyed
in this period was first identified in Avcilar-Ba-
thonea. It has been determined that the port place
where the Vikings came to Istanbul for trade be-
tween the 9"-11" centuries, was Bathonea. In ad-
dition, traces of two earthquakes with a magnitude
of 7 in the 6™ and 11™ centuries were unearthed in
the Bathonea excavations. It has been understood
that Avcilar fell into the hands of the Turks time of
Ottoman Sultan Murad I1.

The following tables have been created with the
archaeological data obtained within the scope of
the project, with new information contributing to
the Prehistoric and Historical periods of the Istan-
bul chronology. The sections in red in the tables
show the results of the ITA project and the Avcilar
Bathonea Excavations.
